Although life has moved him up and down the west 

coast, the Willamette Valley has always felt like 

home. In 1996, Craig, his wife, Lori, and their 

children returned to Eugene, Oregon, where they 

live today. Oregonôs diverse climate and terrain are an endless inspiration for Craigôs 

artwork. Given the stateôs photogenic reputation, one of his greatest challenges has been 

finding new perspectives for what are usually considered "overdone" postcard locations. 

Though largely self-taught, Craig has enjoyed (and endured) instruction at art institutes as 

well as classes at Biola College in Los Angeles, and the University of Oregon--mostly in 

art history. Until recently, his work has been utilitarian: architectural renderings, graphic 

layout and illustration for catalogs and the web. His work includes many commissioned 

paintings for private and corporate collections. 

In late 2002, Craig decided to devote his artistic energy exclusively to fine art, producing 

a diverse catalog of charcoals, pastels, and acrylics. In that time, he has won a number of 

awards for his work, and has enjoyed growing regional recognition. His first show was at 

LaFollette Gallery in the fall of 2006. Since then, he has appeared in a number of shows, 

and has been deeply honored to share billing with artists including Frank Hettick, Rod 

Frederick, and William S. Phillips. 
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
